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What Is God Doing Among The Zerma?
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God is opening doors to share the gospel.  For example, a Christian mission organization we partner with has reported that they’ve been able to sign a contract with the national television station to broadcast Christian programs each Sunday afternoon.
Our team members in one town report that hardly a day has gone by without an opportunity to share the gospel message.  They believe that God is creating divine appointments by bringing people across their path and to their doorstep to hear his Word.
God appears to be moving in the hearts of leaders and officials.  Recently, two of our team members met with the mayor and residents of the town where they live to discuss a development project funded by Southern Baptists.  Our team members made it clear that the project could not go forward unless the people agreed to allow them to teach both Bible and health classes and the project could not go forward unless the people receiving assistance attended the classes.  The mayor, a Muslim, then spoke up and said:  “These classes are good for us.  We know that Niger is a Muslim country but that we have freedom of religion.  It’s time for us to hear about Christ.”
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The Zerma are committing their lives to Christ.  A woman in one town became friends with two of our team members.  They shared their testimonies, showed her the Jesus film, explained the path of salvation, and helped her learn key verses from the Bible.  This woman, who comes from a Muslim family, took those scriptures, repeated them, shared them with others, and believed them.  Now she is sharing with all who will listen that following Jesus is the only way to receive forgiveness.

Christians are growing in their faith.  Those who can’t read the Bible for themselves are listening to audio cassettes and Christian radio programs or getting someone to read to them.  They are learning to pray, and many are sharing their faith with others.  Some are learning to trust God in the face of persecution.
