Picture yourself in a Bassari viHage near the Sahara Desert. You're captivate(], l:)y
the story of how the Bassari people hid in caves to escape the onslaught of fierce
Muslim warriors bent on converting them to Islam. For 200 years they’ve pai(l
the price of their resistance — destitute, dwindling in population to about 5,000
people. The chief looks you in the eye and pleads, “You Christians have the light.
Bring us the light!” You wrestle with the overwhelming spiritual need and pray,
"God, please send laborers into this neglected harvest field.”

This scenario of lostness plays out among hundreds of micro people groups
(population less than 100,000) across West Africa. Missionaries alone will not
be able to finish the task. Churches with God’s heart for the nations are needed

to take the gospel to groups like these.
